
Celebration of Bikeability 2026 Terms & Conditions
Freewheel – Organisation of the Year Award (Small & Large)

By entering the competition you are agreeing to these terms & conditions.
The competition is being run by The Bikeability Trust in partnership with Madison (Freewheel).
The ‘prize’ refers to the cash awards provided for the Organisation of the Year categories.
The ‘individual’ refers to the entrant/nominee.

Eligibility to enter
· The Organisation of the Year Award consists of two distinct categories:
· Small Organisation of the Year – organisations operating with 10 Bikeability instructors or fewer.
· Large Organisation of the Year – organisations operating with more than 10 Bikeability instructors.
· The award categories welcome organisations providing Bikeability cycle training within England.
· Organisations may nominate themselves or be nominated by others.
· Individuals may submit multiple nominations.
· Employees and Trustees of The Bikeability Trust and supporting partners may nominate others but are not eligible to win the prize.
· Nominations for the Celebration of Bikeability Awards are free to submit.

How to enter
· To enter, an organisation must be nominated for either the Small Organisation of the Year or Large Organisation of the Year category via the official nomination form: https://www.surveymonkey.co.uk/r/celebrationofbikeability
· Entries are accepted from 00:01 Friday 1 May 2026 until 23:59 Sunday 31 May 2026.
· The nominee must meet the eligibility criteria for the selected category (Small or Large).
· All required fields in the nomination form must be completed, including accurate and current contact details for the organisation.

The prize
· Two winners will be selected, one per category:
• Small Organisation of the Year – £200
• Large Organisation of the Year – £200
· The prizes are provided by Madison (Freewheel) as the official supporting partner of the Organisation of the Year Award.
· Winners will be chosen by a dedicated judging panel, including representatives from The Bikeability Trust, its Patrons and Board of Trustees, the Department for Transport, and supporting partners.
· The prizes are non-exchangeable, non-transferable, and no cash alternatives will be offered.
· The Bikeability Trust reserves the right to substitute the prizes with alternatives of equal or higher value if circumstances beyond its control make this necessary.
· The decision of the judging panel is final and binding, and no correspondence will be entered into.
· Winners will be announced on Friday 17 July 2026 as part of Celebration of Bikeability Day.
· Winners will be contacted directly using the contact details provided in the nomination.
· If a winning organisation does not respond within 30 days of notification, it may lose its right to the prize and a new winner may be selected.

Receipt of the prize
· A representative of the winning organisation must contact hello@bikeabilitytrust.org to claim the prize.
· Please allow 14 days for fulfilment; alternative arrangements may be made through mutual agreement.

Data protection and publicity
· By entering, you consent to any personal information provided being used by The Bikeability Trust for the purposes of administering the award and prize.
· Participants may be invited to take part in publicity activities, but participation is not a condition of entry.
· Submission of a nomination will be taken as acceptance of these Terms and Conditions.
